	To investigate the effects of social deprivation on rhesus monkeys

	Method
	Experiment.

	Participants
	Small group of Rhesus monkeys.

	Procedure
	Harlow placed infant rhesus monkeys into cages with substitute mothers one was made from wire with a bottle attached the other from a toweling cloth minus the bottle. 



	Findings.
	The infants spent the majority of their time with the toweling mother even though she did not provided food.

When presented with novel stimuli the monkey would cling to the towel mother before exploring the stimuli.

When presented with fearful stimuli the monkey would cling to the mother for comfort before exploring.

When placed with the wire mother the monkey would freeze before cowering in fear or run around the cage aimlessly. 



	Conclusions.
	Later research showed that when the cloth mother had other qualities such as rocking etc the bond appeared even stronger, suggesting that attachment is very important in early life and is not solely reliant upon who looks after your biological needs.
