	Procedure
	Participants were given subject words with questions that required different levels of processing e.g. Table. 

· Structural- is the word in capital letters?

· Phonetic- Does it rhyme with able?

· Does it fit in the sentence ‘the man sat at the----?’

Later participants were asked to recall words they had previously seen amongst words they had not seen.

There was a significant better recall for wards that had been processed at the deepest level (semantic). Recognition was also superior when the participants only had to answer yes or no.

	Conclusion.
	· Elaboration   Complex semantic processing produced better cued recall than simple semantic processing. 

· Distinctiveness is also important, ‘A mosquito is like a doctor as they both draw blood’ would be better remembered than a ‘mosquito is like a raccoon as they both have hands and legs.’
