	Participants were given dictionary definitions of words unknown to them. They were then asked to provide the words themselves, they either knew or did not no the word.



	Findings.
	Some however knew the word but could not recall it. They gave various pieces of info e.g. knew the letter it began with, no. of syllables, and went onto to give similar sounding words in some instances. 



	Conclusions.
	The result suggested that the word was in the memory but the retrieval cue was absent.
