	Participants were asked their memories of actual events which had occurred 15 years earlier, incl, the assassination of JF Kennedy, and Martin Luther King Jnr.

They were also asked about any significant event that had happened to them.



	Findings.
	Of the 80 participants 73 reported FM associated with personal events.

JF Kennedy assassination was recalled most vividly.

	Conclusions.
	FM is more likely to occur if the event was unexpected or happened to someone of importance.
