	                                        Rehearsal 
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	Description
	This model is based on the theory that there are separate stores for information remembered.

Information enters the sensory memory and is initially stored in the STM.

If the information is not rehearsed at this point it will be lost (decayed).

If the information is rehearsed it is transferred to the LTM for storage.

	Strengths:
	· There is a distinction between the STM and the LTM and this is well supported. 

·  This model is the basis for many later models.

	Limitations:
	· Rehearsal does not explain the LTM. The rehearsal creates a LTM but this may be the artifact of memory experiments where participants are asked to recall things.

· The model is over simplified, in practice there is no clear distinction between the different memory stores.

· \alternative explanations can account for the empirical findings e.g. LOP can explain different material recall.
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
