	Aim
	Describe structure of memory and explain how information is transferred from STM to LTM

	Method
	Shallow processing- Is structural e.g. is the word in capital letters?

Phonetic Processing- e.g. Does the word rhyme with able?

Semantic processing- e.g. would the word fit- The….met in the street?

The depth of the memory, and whether it is processed in a meaningful way is what is important not the rehearsal 

In a study the researchers gave a list of words followed by yes/no answers. The words which had not been given semantic type questions were remembered most, the phonetic coding next.

This demonstrates that semantic processing creates automatic memories and supports the levels of processing theory.



	Description
	· The main issue with this model is what exactly constitutes depth. 
· The above description of the states gives an idea of the types of processing involved.



	Strengths:
	· There is a great deal of empirical evidence to support this model. Craik & Tulving (1972), Mandler (1967), and Eysenck & Eysenck (1980) are a few of the supporting pieces of research. 

	Limitations:
	· This model describes rather than explains. The idea of ‘depth’ is difficult to classify and it produces a circular argument.

· This model ignores the evidence that supports the distinction between STM & LTM.
